At the meeting on the 9th June they reported that the bank balance currently stands at £8565 with all bills paid.

Clerk has completed the Writing grant applications and funding training, which pointed out that the grants are increasingly harder to come by and that the hardest are applications for play areas, and they are not forthcoming where like for like or replacements are concerned.
