Visit from North Yorkshire Police

	2 Officers from NY Police attended the meeting.  They were asked about the crime figures and they noted that Beal was lumped alongside other villages into Monk Fryston but stated that since April 2025 there had only been 5 reported crimes in Beal.  If they become aware of a pattern of crime they will contact us to make us aware. 
Crime statistics can be found on NY Police website under Community Messenger, it does not include all crimes but will include ones where extra evidence could be obtained.

They left a document on speedwatch. 
Regarding parking they would not get involved unless there was an obstruction.  They will only attend minor crimes after major or emergency incidents have been dealt with. When asked about not being seen on foot around the villages they assured residents that they come through the area regularly but not on foot.

They are happy to attend further meetings and asked that they are reminded about them a week before. Clerk to send e mail thanking them for attending.

a. broadband renewal quotes
Clerk obtained 4 quotes for broadband but noted that these seemed to change daily.
It was agreed to go with Vodaphone 150 quote which advertised £22 per month increasing annually with a cost of £633 for 24 months.

It was also agreed that should this not be available we would look at Plusnet 145 advertised £22.99 monthly with a cost of £671.76
